Conversation Formulas

Asking for repetition or clarification:

· Pardon me?

· Could you say that again, please?

· Would you mind repeating that?

· Sorry, I don't follow you.

· Sorry, I didn't get that.

· Excuse me for interrupting, but what is…?

· Sorry for interrupting, but I didn't catch about…

· Excuse me, but could you wait just a minute? My pencil just broke…Ok, now, you were saying…

Getting into discussion:

· May I ask a question?

· May I interrupt you for a moment?

· Could I ask?

· May I add something?

· I have a point here.

· I'd like to say something here.

· I'd like to comment on that.

· I might add that…

Showing how ideas are related:

· Remember that in our last discussion we made the point that…, so now…

· If I understand you correctly, you believe that…

· In line with what Sophia just said, I'd like to say…

· Going back to what Joe said earlier about…

Agreement:

· Right. That's true. That's right. Exactly.

· I agree on the point.

· I agree with what Henry said.

· I think so too. You're right about that.

· Yeah, that's what I was thinking.

· That seems logical.

Disagreement:

· Well, I wouldn't necessarily agree with that.

· Hmmm…I see it somewhat differently.

· Your view is slightly different from mine.

· That may be true, but don't you think…?

· Oh? Well, it seems to me that…

· That's interesting, but in my view…

· Well, I feel that…
